. Temperatures at Which Different Bee Activities Take Place

100°F (38°C) ambient air: all brood rearing stops,

colony needs water to cool hive
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91-97°F (32.8-36°C) = wax secretion.

. 93~94°F- (33.9-34.4°C) = nest temperature

(eggs and young bees)
85°F (29.4°C) = broodless winter cluster

-~ 68°F (20°C) = queen does not fly

61°F (16°C) = drones cannot fly
57°F (14°C) = cluster forms 4
50°F (10°C) = brood rearing stops,
workers cannot fly
42°F (5.6°C) = bees cannot move: muscles are
not hot enough
40°F (4.4°C) = bees d1e if alone

~40°F (~40°C) = bee cluster dies
